While you can bring whatever you like with you in your pack while out for a hike, there 

are about 13 items you should consider to have with you every time you hike the trail. Donôt 

forget to tell somebody where you are going & how long you will be out: 1.Knife 2.Water 

3.Compass 4.Whistle 5.First Aid Kit 6.Map 7.Extra Clothes 8.Rain Gear 9.Flashlight 10.Extra 

Food 11.Walking stick 12.Nordic Poles 13.Horn (Blaster).
